Barclays is a diversified bank with five operating divisions comprising: Barclays UK, Barclays UK Corporate Bank, Barclays Private Bank and Wealth
Management, Barclays Investment Bank and Barclays US Consumer Bank supported by Barclays Execution Services Limited, the Group-wide service
company providing technology, operations and functional services to businesses across the Group.

The Issuer is the non-ring-fenced bank within the Group and its principal activity is to offer products and services designed for larger corporate, private bank
and wealth management, wholesale and international banking clients. The Barclays Bank Group contains the Barclays UK Corporate Bank (UKCB), Barclays
Private Bank and Wealth Management (PBWM), Barclays Investment Bank (I1B) and Barclays US Consumer Bank (USCB) businesses.
